The Ash pit according to Dr. Garry Collett was 12 feet across and 9 feet deep, the
ash was divided in 5 Parts:

4. Was hidden outside the camp for save keeping. (Qumran)
5. Itwas send to 26 Major Synagogues throughout Israel.

of all the sin and burnt offerings with the ashes of the Red Heifer being the sum
total.

When Messiah returns, the Mount of Qlives splits in two. When Messiah
returns, we will only have one altar, as Messiah is our access in to the Holy of
Holies.

split in Half. (Zech. 14:4) Then Messiah will reveal the Temple to the house
of Israel. (Ezk. 43:10 Read!!!)

Remember:

With out the ash from out side the gate, there was neither the right nor authority for
access in to the presents of Elohim. The Priest had to purify himself before he could
enter, and he used the ashes of the red Heifer that where in the water of
Purification.

Flavius Josephus “ Antiquities of the Jews Vol. 4 Chap 4 No. 6” Confirms that the
ashes of the Red Heifer where used to cleanse Israel. Ash spoke of Total sin, but was
used for total redemption, reconciliation between YHVH and man in the ritual of
the ash mixed with water that became the water of life and purification.

How do we know that Yahoshua died on the mount of Olives?

When Yahshua died, notice what people SAW:

Luke 23:44-48 It was now about the sixth hour, and darkness came over the whole
land until the ninth hour, For the sun stopped shining. And the curtain of the temple
was torn_in _two. Yahoshua called out with a loud voice, "Father, into your hands 1
commit my spirit." When he had said this, he breathed his last. The centurion, seeing
what_had happened, praised Elohim and said, "Surely this was a righteous man."

When all the athered to witness this sight saw what took place, they
at their breasts and went away.

Matthew 27:50-54 And when Yahoshua had cried out again in a loud voice, he gave up
his spirit. At that moment the curtain of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom.
The earth shook and the rocks split. The tombs broke open and the bodies of many holy
people who had died were raised to life. They came out of the tombs, and after
Yahoshua' resurrection they went into the holy city and appeared to many people.
When the centurion and those with him who were guarding Yahoshua saw _the
earthquake and all that had happened, they were terrified, and exclaimed, "Surely he
was the Son of Elohim!"
