N Another characteristic of the Jezebel spirit is false humility. Once it =
¢ \,‘ receives some form of glory or recognition, which is what it is seeking =
w‘ regardless of what it says, it will respond with false humility. This =
“ will serve to further trap you and to convince you that it is from =
Yahweh and a spiritual thing. Another thing that the Jezebel will do =
when it is confronted with serious matters is to say, "I'm just trying =
B ‘.' to help". "I'm just following God." or some variation thereof, "God told =
me to do this" and "God told me to do that." There isn't anything to =
D M discuss because "God told me" maybe so, but it's god is not the Elohim =

that we know.

w5 . 3 Jezebel will have great spiritual insights into congregational affairs. The =
ﬂ Jezebel will share these insights however, not with the Pastor according =

. to biblical pattern, but with the flock. I cannot find a single place in =
hﬁi the Bible where the prophet went to the people before he went to the =

w\r king. In the Bible the prophet first went to the king. It is also very =
important to note that Yahweh, if he told the prophet to go, always made =
‘w a way for the king to see the prophet. Then, if the king rejected what =
M he heard, the prophet would say, "Woe unto you people." But, the prophet =
' \ L)l always went to the king directly, and Yahweh always made the way.=
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Another characteristic that a Jezebel will do is to seek people out, =

especially to minister to them. True prophets avoid people coming to =
them. They don't seek people out because it drains them immensely. Only =
when Yahweh says to do it will they step forward and mingle with the =
people. The prophet avoids people but the Jezebel seeks out the people. =
The Jezebel wants the people to hear what it's saying so it goes around =
telling and telling and telling and telling to anybody that will listen, =
hoping to gain favor.

Another indicator of a Jezebel is someone who prefers to pray for people =



"privately". More often than you find the Jezebel praying openly for =
people you will find them off in a corner, or in another room or other =
place. (then if a question arises from that prayer time there are no =
witnesses). Other times a Jezebel will usually try to gather the body =
around it so that it has a controlling grip on the body. Women are the =
first it tries to get. (also men, but it's mostly women) If it can get =

the women involved, the husbands will usually go along with what the =
wife says (called the Ahab). Then the Jezebel has controlling power. So =
the Jezebel begins with the women to gather this circle around themself. =

The next thing the Jezebel wants to do is to lay hands on people, but =
the touch is a curse. It is not the touch of Yahweh. If it is not of the = ‘
Ruach HaChodesh, then what spirit is it of? ."

Finally, the Jezebel's family has nostability to it and most generally =

they are either not married or their mate in miserable and /or unsaved. =

Yahweh tells us that before we can be in any type of leadership, our = ' ' #.
family must be in good condition, our children must be upright and in = ’

good standing, our mate must be in one accord with us, and that alone =

sets precedence that they are not prophets. They are Jezebels.=20

Some of this may at first seem pretty hard. Recall that in Revelation it =
says, "To a great congregation, nevertheless I have one thing against thee, =
because you have tolerated that Jezebel in your midst, " So if you are a =
congregation that moves in the prophetic, if you are a body that accepts the =
prophetic and the anointing, you had better believe that you are going =

to encounter the Jezebel. It will try to suck you up. It can hide from =

the eyes of your Pastor. It can cloak itself and move about. But do not =

be deceived. It will be found out. If you have fallen prey to it when it =
leaves you will leave too. You'll end up leaving thinking you're going =

to a better thing and shaking the dust off of your feet. In fact you've =

got mud caked all over them and you are ready to be headed for great =
pain, sorrow and spiritual destruction.

The true purpose is to control, and control he will by whatever means it =
takes. He not only seeks to control people; He will seek to control =
friends, families, churches, cities, states, and even nations if given =
the chance. His hunger for power is never satisfied. Sooner or later he =
will come against all authority, for any authority over the Jezebel is =
never good enough a5 of faults, which the Jezebel spirit is =
faithful to point ouf en false humility, lies and =
flattery do not bring the"Tes ad hoped for he will quickly and =
suddenly resort to anger, condemnation and guilt. In using all of the =
above, he will be sure to appear to be justified in every action he has =
taken.




As the prophet Elijah ran from Jezebel, so have many men of Yahweh run =
today. Even the angel of the congregation in Thyatira had trouble dealing with =
this intimidating and emasculating spirit, yet it is quite clear that =

Yahweh has a breaking point in this matter...A point where, just as a =

splinter becomes an irritant, inflamed by infection and has to be =

removed, so does the thorn in our body, the body of Yeshua, have to be =
removed. In fact, the sooner the removal the better. When a thorn is =

left unattended, the infection does nothing but spread and may lead to =

the amputation of the limb or organ, or even worse, the death of the =

body.

Not everyone who goes around with a "Thus saith Yahweh" coming out of =¢
his mouth and praying for everyone has a Jezebel spirit. Further, not =

every woman who does these things is a Jezebel; there are true =
prophetesses today. We must keep one fact in our understanding, and that =
fact is "We must crawl before we can walk". Just like babies, immature =

and eager prophets are going to mess their diapers and crawl around and =
get dirty. We don't kill our children for this. Neither can we kill =

infant prophets.=20

Yes, most who have a "Thus saith Yahweh" on their lips are not prophets, =
but neither are they full of a Jezebel spirit. They are for the most =

part immature and merely trying to find their rightful place in the =

body.

Pastors who want the prophetic must make allowances for this immaturity =
and overcome their weariness of it all. In the end it will allow the =

valor and the purity of the prophet to come forth. The insight, =

revelation and maturity he will bring to the body, eventually, will be =

well worth all the annoying and petty difficulties you must go through. =
You don't want to kill a young prophet thinking he is a Jezebel. =20

As Jezebel's authority increases, he will use arrogance, pride and =
haughtiness in beguiling ways to subdue and to keep oppressed the young =

and weak who do not know their own authority undeg Yeshua (2 Kiggs 9:22) =
Rebellion has now become as the son of witchcra Samuel 15:23) as =
these and others who sit on the fence, neither hot nor co ev. =

2:20-24) are taken by the Jezebel's beguiling manipulations, "Who sells =
nations by her harlotries and families by her sorceries" (Nahum 3:4)=20

Rebellion is an open invitation to evil spirits. Violent strength will =
come forth from all of those who become loyal to the Jezebel, and all =
who do not come into her circle will quickly be isolated away from the =
"spiritual input" group. Sadly, many cliques are formed, and the body is =
cut asunder as the Jezebel's power increases.
