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Sabbath Keeping/Sabbath Breaking
The Hidden Message in the Book of First
Timothy

First off, let me say that this will not be an exhaustive study of this subject matter but only
a sampling on this subject to encourage you to do your own indepth study of words and
their meanings so that it is possible to rightly divide the word of truth.

There are numerous incidences of the use of four specific English words in the English
translations of the New Covenant/Testament that are of a mysterious origin and often
mistranslated from the Greek texts. These four words we are looking for are "godly" when
translated from "eusebos"; "ungodly” from "asebes"; "godliness" from. "eseheia": and |
ungodllness from "asebeia".

The can(&:g (}TJ Sabbath keepmg was not a part of the Greek culture. As it was, and is,
there never was a word in Greek to describe "Sabbath", "Sabbath keeping", "Sabbath
- breakmg" etc. The Greeks did transliterate-the word. “Sabbath" into "sabbaton" on some
occasions but again, it was a transliteration of a Hebrew word/concept into a Greek sound
alike word; not a translation into an existing Greek word: .
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In First Timothy 1:4 below we see that the word "godly" comes from the Greek word
"theos" or should T - say, whenever you see the Greek word "theos” it means "god", "godly"
etc. There are also many other instances throughout scripture where the English word
"godly” comes from Strongs' Ne. <2153> euseb os {yoo-seb-oce'} but with the Greeks
having no concept of Sabbath keeping, the word has been loosely translated into English to
mean "pious” or "godly". However, look at the root word in "euseb os". It has been
% highlighted and underlmed for easy defining of the root. "Seb" or "Sab" is the-root word

for the concept of the Sabbath. “Mmeans "god", "Seb" means "Sabbath". You won't
find this well documented. It has been cleverly mistranslated and “disguised for many
centuries to hide the truth about the SIgmﬁcance and importance of "Sabbath keeping" and
the consequences of "Sabbath breaking" in the Book of First Timothy and othe pass 7:5

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i TIMOTHY CHAPTER 1 [King James Version]

1 9 Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the commandment of God our Saviour,
and Lord Jesus Christ, [which is] our hope; 2 Unto Timothy, [my] own son in
the faith: Grace, mercy, [and] peace, from God our Father and Jesus Christ our
Lord. 3 As I besought thee to abide still at Ephesus, when I went into
Macedonia, that thou mightest charge some that they teach no other doctrine, 4
Neither give heed to fables and endless genealogies, which minister questions,
rather than godly [theos] edifying which is in faith: [so do].
