          Greeting Rabbi Moshe, in the Name of Yahweh, Our Father, The Only True and Living Elohim and His Son, Yahshua, Ha Moshiach, Our Savior and Soon Coming King! Halleluyah! Amien.

            I was sitting talking to my wife Joya the other day and we were discussing Lunar Shabbat. I asked her, “Why do people/groups use the New Moon to determine certain Moyadim of Yahweh and not the Shabbat?”  When I thought of this I actually laughed. They will use the New Moon to determine the New Year, the months, Rosh Kodesh and even the start and ending of the Feast Days. But, not the Shabbat? Is this reasoning crazy or is it me? Why bother to follow the New Moon at all? Why not just follow the Roman Calendar COMPLETELY?
            In BERESHEETH 2:3 it says, “And Elohim blessed the seventh day, and set it apart: because in it He had rested from all His work that Elohim created and made.” YAHWEH made the Shabbat Holy and I think a lot of time people forget this. They regard certain Moyadim of Yahweh as more important than the Shabbat. But the Shabbat is equally as important if not more. In YECHEZKEL 20:12 it says, “Moreover also I gave them My Shabbats, to be an ot (sign) between Me and them, that they might know that I am YAHWEH that sets them apart.” Nothing you say or do Rabbi Moshe makes the Shabbat Holy, YAHWEH made the Shabbat Holy. IS THE SHABBAT HOLY TO PEOPLE OR IS IT NOT? What puzzles me most is that people have no problem with you teaching them to observe Rosh Kodesh, the counting of the Omer, you teaching them how to determine the New Moons or when to add a 13th month to the year. When you spoke recently on Shabbat 01/23/10 you mentioned of how the Jewish people kept Aviv in the Winter of 2007. I didn’t hear a word on anyone in opposition to this. They will follow your teachings and guidance on EVERY MOYADIM of Yahweh, but not Shabbat. Don’t they know that THE SHABBAT IS A MOYADIM IN ITSELF! Like I have said in times past, they treat Torah, like others treat religion; they treat it as a Buffet; picking and choosing what they will follow. People will follow, but only so far. It looks good to say, I am a Shabbat Keeper. Or “I am getting back to my Hebraic Roots.” People will be set apart but only so far. People will give YAHWEH only so much control. They think that they provide for themselves. Why I say this? Because the minute you tug at their purse strings, the opposition comes pouring out. I can almost hear them saying, Rabbi Moshe is messing with my livelihood now! I have a family to provide for! I live from paycheck to check!  I can’t afford to miss any days at work! It brings to point this question, IS YAHWEH, YAHWEH YIREH or NOT? If this was a tithing issue, that is easy to convey to most people. There are examples of tithing in Torah. However, following and keeping Lunar Shabbat takes studying and a different approach towards what we have been use to doing. I’ll explain it this way. When we that were seeking found out that we should be keeping Shabbat instead of going to worship/services on Sunday, it was easy for us to change. Just rearrange our schedule and start a day and a half early at the ending of the Roman Work Week. Most of us don’t work on the weekend and this change was easy for us to make. None, but those closest to most people are even aware of this change. Not even most people’s jobs are aware RIGHT NOW that they are Shabbat Keepers! However, not you Rabbi Moshe, but YAHWEH is asking too much now. Keeping Lunar Shabbat means one of two things for most people. 1) They will have to use their vacation days to keep it correctly. 2) Take the days that Lunar Shabbat falls on without pay. If this is their reasoning, then I think they do not regard the Holiness of the Shabbat like they do the other Moyadim. Other Moyadim like Pesach, Hag Matzoth and Hag Succoth take planning and preparation. They have time to go to their jobs and let their employers know of these days and advance so they can take the necessary days off. Almost like planning for a vacation. However, it is harder to explain how they will be taking different days off during the week that will vary from month to month. If they can explain it in a few sentences or less, they feel confident in being able to convey their wants to whomever they are speaking with. Now, Lunar Shabbat can’t be explained so easily and it further ostracizes them. So the natural fears of the unknown creep in. Lunar Shabbat does one thing really well. IT SHOWS WHO AMONG US TRUSTS IN YAHWEH! PERIOD! Lunar Shabbat observance is a faith issue for a lot of people. Sadly, Lunar Shabbat  is showing the LACK of FAITH MOST PEOPLE HAVE! I say again, “IS YAHWEH, YAHWEH YIREH or NOT?” YES HE IS!
               So I say to those out there that STAND against Lunar Shabbat, Be Careful..  People have to keep in mind what it says in QORINTYAH ALEF 10:12 “Therefore let him that thinks he stands take careful watch, lest he fall.” And it says in MISHLE 16:18 “Pride goes before destruction, and a haughty ruach (spirit) before a fall!”
             So Rabbi Moshe I say again to you, keep allowing YAHWEH to lead and guide you in HIS RUACH.  May Yahweh Bless You Rabbi Moshe and Keep You Always!
